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We have had another wonderful week in Nursery, filled with exciting
activities, lots of learning and plenty of opportunities for the children
to explore their interests. It has been lovely to see their confidence
continue to grow as they talk, play and work together. We've enjoyed
watching their curiosity shine through in everything they do.

With the weather changing, we have been talking alot about the
seasons and how the weather affects what we wear and what we see
around us. The children shared things they noticed on their way to
Nursery, such as icy leaves, frost on the cars, and people wrapped up
in hats and scarves. It has been a lovely way to explore the signs of
Winter and build on their understanding of the world around them.

Whilst spotting signs of the changing weather in our Nursery
environment, the children have enjoyed exploring the tuff tray where
animals were frozen in ice. This sparked wonderful conversations
about where different animals live, the features they have to survive,
and what they like to eat. It has been a great way to link their
curiosity about Winter to their growing understanding of the world.

It was
wonderful to see how one simple item could be interpreted in so

many different ways by each child.
